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Azadi ka Amrit Mahotsav

The Quit India Movemnent launched in August 1942
was widespread in Cochin and Malabar, though not
s0 extensive in Travancore. During the movement
there were sensationaland violent incidents in
Malabar involving disruption of communication and
attack on government offices and police stations. The
Keezhariyur Bomb cse, in which &7 persons including
Dr. K.B. Menon, Socoalist leader and Secretary of
Indian Civil Liberties Union were charge-sheeted,
was the important episode of the struggle in Malabar.
Even underground papers like ‘Swathanthra
Bharatam' were brought out duringthe struggle.
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
